 You should have received a copy of the Declaration Of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for 

Harborside Estates And Harborview Addition when you closed on your home.

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Did You Know? (continued) 
If it has been awhile since you read the Declaration, did you know: 

 Fences and walls must be constructed of masonry, brick, or wood and that they must be maintained in good condition? 

 Changes to, or replacement of fences must be preapproved by the Architectural Control Committee? 

 Sidewalk maintenance is the responsibility of each homeowner? 

 No boat, marine craft, hovercraft, aircraft, recreational vehicle, pickup camper, travel trailer, motorhome, camper body or 

similar vehicle may be parked for storage in the driveway or front yard of any dwelling or parked on any public street or alley 

in the neighborhood? 

 Only passenger vehicles that have current licenses and inspection stickers and are in daily use as motor vehicles may be 

parked or stored in any area visible from the street? 

 Lawns and landscaping must be maintained year round, and in the prime growing season of April through September, this 

usually requires weekly mowing, trimming, and treatment for weeds and includes flower beds? 

 Basketball goals are not allowed on any streets in the City of Rowlett? 

 Our Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions prescribe $100 fines for violations of the CRR, and the fines escalate if the 

violation is not quickly remedied?

Spring Homeowner Tips  
 

 
Ensuring that your yard is properly seeded or planted 
with grass and that weeds are not present is part of 
home maintenance and must be enforced per the gov-
erning documents.

NOW to inspect your fences for repair/replacement.  All 
slats must be in good shape and not loose, missing or 
broken. If your fence is leaning, inspect the posts and 
replace with metal (best option).   If the stain on your 
fence has faded, your fence will need to be re-stained. 
The ACC and Board will be inspecting and will advise you 
if your fence needs to be replaced.  We know that this 
can be an expensive repair item but we all know that it is 
everyone’s best interest to ensure that our property val-
ues are maintained. Please remember that an ACC re-
quest form is REQUIRED to be submitted before any 
fence replacement is to be made and no fence may ex-
ceed 8’ in height.   Your cooperation and full attention is 
greatly appreciated.   

YARD MAINTENANCE 
Spring is around the corner and it is time to be really thinking about yard mainte-

nance and upkeep. Several of you may have already received violation notices regard-
ing weeds in your yard that need to be treated and removed. We have included some 

helpful information to treat weeds, if your lawn maintenance company is not already   
taking care of this for you. 

9·¢9wLhw t!Lb¢LbD Exterior fireplace casings need to be painted if they are 
faded or if paint is chipping and weathered.  Exterior house trim and siding must 
also be painted.  ACC forms are required.

Walls are scheduled to be 8 ft tall and posi-

tioned on the outer edge of the service 

road. The distance between the alleys 

and the sound wall will be 15 ft. NTTA 

said the walls were designed to block 

noise based on single story homes.

The traffic light currently at Main 

Street and Kirby Road will be moved over 

to the new detour. There will be a retain-

ing wall on the side of the detour. 

NTTA will add more 30mph signs on Kirby. 

 Hwy 66 will be reduced to 2 lanes in each direc-

tion in early 2010 for the extensive bridge 

work required at the intersection until the 

completion of the project. 

NTTA is not allowed to start work before 7am 

(M-Sat) and 9am on Sundays.
